A Private, Historical and Cultural Tour from

The Naadam Fedtival isthe one and only Big Event in Mongolia — a lively national
festival, held every year in July. Naadam means “three manly games’ and isoften
referred to as the world’s second-oldest Olympics, it celebrates the definition of
civilisation in the Seppes eight centuries ago; archery, wrestling and horse riding.
The competitorsin the riding eventsare all children aged between five and twelve,
many of whom have been in the saddle since the age of one. As they race along
the plains for 20kms, thousands of spectators line the remote track to watch up to
650 children dgtting confidently astride their small but sturdy Mongolian steeds. It is
claimed that such equestrian skilswon GenghisKhan an empire that stretched from
the Sea of Japan allthe way to Europe.

In recent times, women have been allowed to enter and they now compete in two
of the three events, horse racing and archery. Once a religious ceremony, the
festival now formally commemorates the 1921 revolution when Mongolia declared
itself a free country.

July 11 Sunday

Ulaan Baatar

Today you willspend a fullday at the Naadam Festival. You willbe able to observe
the elaborate opening ceremony which conssts of local dancers, athletes, horse
ridersand musicians, before watching the national horse race.



Day 3
July 12 Monday
Ulaan Baatar
This is the day for all main competitions. In the morning you will attend archery,
wrestling & a sheep ankle bone flick competition. In the afternoon you will vist
Genghis Khan’'s ‘13th Century National Park’-a celebration of the great kings of
Mongolia.

Day 4
July 13 Tuesday
Ulaan Baatar
Transfer to the station for boarding of the luxurious Golden Eagle Trans-Sberian
Express.

Day 5
July 14 Wednesday
Ulan Ude
This afternoon the train arrives in Ulan Ude, capital of the Buryat Republic. The
ethnic and cultural diversty of thisarea offersa unique insight into its heritage. As
you tour the area you will notice the different faces and dress styles of these
welcoming people. During your exploration of the Old Believers Village you will
have the opportunity to learn about the culture and history of these religiouspeople
asyou enjoy a traditional mealand concert featuring localdancersand muscians.



Day 6
July 15 Thursday
Lake Baikal
Few natural sghts can surpass the beauty and grandeur of Lake Baikal. For five
hoursthe train willwind itsway through tunnelsand along cliff hugging tracksabove
the lake with a visga of snow capped peaksalong the far shore forming a picture-
perfect backdrop. Lake Baikalisthe deepest lake in the world and holds20% of the
world’sfreshwater. Also known asthe ‘Pearl of Sberia’ it ishome to a unique breed
of freshwater seal and over fifty speciesof fish including omul which willbe served in
the dining carforsome meals

Weather permitting, the train will sop at one of Baikal's picturesque and secluded
bays to enjoy a delicious BBQ of freshly smoked fish prepared by the train’s own
chefs. Forthe brave hearted, there iseven time for a refreshing swim in the crystal
clear waters. You will also vigt Ligvyanka, a small Baikal settlement nestling at the
base of the surrounding hills.

Day 7
July 16 Friday
Irkutsk
Arrival in Irkutsk, the ‘Parisof Sberia’, where today’svist isof the mos sgnificant sites
and museumsin thisfascinating city includesan exploration of the classic wooden
architecture that has given many of this region’s buildings such a diginctive and
unique appearance. Next, you will vist the Decembris House museum which is
dedicated to the memory of the exiled arigsocrats who were forced to flee to this
remote outpost after the failed revolution of 1825. Here you can enjoy a private
concert before returning to the train fordinner.



Day 8
July 17 Saturday
Onboard the Golden Eagle
A day to unwind and reflect on the sightsyou have experienced on the journey so
far. Take the time to chat with your fellow passengers, perhapslearn a few wordsof

Russan or smply enjoy the ever changing landscape outsde your window as it
unfolds.

Day 9
July 18 Sunday
Novosibirsk
This morning the Golden Eagle arrives in the modern ‘Soviet’ city of Novosbirsk
where you will have the opportunity to experience the life and character of the
city’srich culture where the arts, science and literature predominate. Your city tour
will include the exterior of the Opera House, an architectural marvel which houses
two permanent ballet and opera companiesand isthe largest opera house in the
world. In front of the Opera House, there is an imposing statue of Lenin — a
marvelous opportunity to have your photograph taken with this iconic political
leader.

Day 10
July 19 Mon day
Yekaterinburg
Founded in 1723 by Peter the Great, the third largest Russian city isalso the capital
of the Urals. The cultural and architectural influences of European and Asian
civilizations come together in this fascinating and cosmopolitan landscape. Your
guide will take you on a city tour which includesthe ste where Tsar Nicholas Il was
executed with hisfamily by the Bolsheviksin 1918. Now a church dedicated to their
memory, this dte provides a powerful insight into the turmoil of the Russan
Revolution. Thisafternoon the train will crossthe Europe/Asia divide after we leave
the historic city of Yekaterinburg.



Day 11
July 20 Tuesday
Kazan
You spend your last full day on board the Golden Eagle today. Arrival at the
picturesque and historic city of Kazan by mid-morning. Stuated on the River Volga,
Kazan is the capital of Tatarstan. You will have the opportunity to this city’s rich
tapestry of higory and culture. One of the highlightsof thiscity tourisan exploration
of the Kremlin Fortress, a UNESCO World Heritage Ste. Within the wallsof thisancient
citadelyou willexplore itsstunning mosque and onion-domed cathedral.

Day 12
July 21 Wednes day
Moscow
After traveling along thisepic route we arrive in Moscow. Your city tour of Moscow
takes you to Red Square, an iconic symbol of Russa’s former military and political
might. Here you will see an eclectic mix of fascinating architecture, such as the
ornate & Basl's Cathedral with its magnificent onion-domed spires, the grandeur of
The Kremlin and the somberand evocative ste of Lenin’stomb. After yourtour, you
will be transferred to the luxurious five-star Marriott Aurora (or smilar) located in the
heart of thisvibrant city. Your final evening is spent saying goodbye to your fellow
traveling companionsand friendsat the farewell dinner.
